Problem:
People need trees for homes and cooking.
When people cut down the trees, the soil is

washed away and people cannot grow their food.
The animals who depend on the food leave 

because there is no place to live.
People cannot survive.  



Solution:
�Replant trees that once grew in the area.
�Give jobs to local people caring for these 
trees.
�Water will filter back into the ground for 
wells. 
�Some trees can be used for firewood and 
houses. 



Eden Projects plants trees in some of the 
poorest countries. 

These countries often have less than one in 2 of 
their original trees.

In Ethiopia 3 in every 100 original trees are left!
