I. Tables and Charts are made with a RULER

2. Tables and Charts are an easy way of keeping records

3. Charts have relevant TITLES explaining exactly what data or measurements were
made.

4. Charts have LABELS for all columns and rows explaining what the numbers mean.
For example: Trials, People, Time, Distance, Temperature, Grams, Liters, Speed,

Used to compare two or more VARIABLES

Graphs are made with a RULER

All graphs have TITLES explaining exactly what VARIABLES are being compared.
Graphs have a LABEL for the x axis

Graphs have a LABEL for the y axis 7

For example: Time, Distance, Temperature, Grams, Liters, Speed, or Length.
Graphs have the UNITS listed on each axis

The x axis has numbers that are in equal increments.

. They axis has numbers that are in equal increments.
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There are many types of graphs

In a BAR graph the numbers are BETWEEN the lines
In a LINE graph the numbers are ON the lines
